2. In cases where an opposition has not been filed for opposition after being published in the
Industrial Property Bulletin before the publication of this notice, but the certificate is yet to be
obtained, if the time for renewal as provided in the Patent, Design and Trademark Act, 2022 has
elapsed, such applications will be processed in accordance with the prevailing law.
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
